Web ACH Manager  
 

Web ACH Manager through BankEFT gives the Financial Institution the ability to manage 
and create ACH files for transmission through a secure SSL server.  This is an internet based 
program that enables the customer to create ACH files on-line or to upload ACH files on-
line.  These files are transmitted through BankEFT and stored at Barrington Corporation.  
The files will be stored until such time as the Financial Institution downloads the ACH files 
into ACH Bind. 

 
With Web ACH Manager, your customer will log into your web site and click on a link that 
will re-direct them to BankEFT.  They will then enter their unique Login and Password.  At 
this time, the customer will have the option of uploading a file or creating an ACH batch on-
line.  These options will first be determined by the FI; along with the application(s) you have 
assigned to each of your customers. 

 

How it Works 
 

The FI will assign application(s) for each customer.  The customer may have as many 
applications as are needed.  Once this information is forwarded to Barrington Corporation for 
input into the system, Barrington Corporation will assign a unique login and password for 
each customer.  Your customer’s account information will be associated with their login and 
password. 

 
Once your customer has been set up, your customer will go to your web site.  They will then 
click on a link that you have on your site, at which time they will be re-directed to BankEFT.  
They will enter their login and password for access to the system.  As determined by the 
Financial Institution, when your customer enters BankEFT, they will either be able to upload 
a file or create an ACH entry with the application(s) that have been assigned to them.

File Acknowledgement Report 
 

This is a report that is generated by BankEFT which indicates which files have been 
received by the FI.  This report is usually available 1 to 2 hours after the file has been 
uploaded.  The report can be printed with multiple sort options. 

 

Returns Report 
 

This is a report that is generated by BankEFT that displays returned transactions.  The 
report contains return reason codes assigned to specific entries with multiple sort options. 

 
 

Corrections Report 
 

This is a report that is generated by BankEFT that displays NOC information for future 
transactions. 

 
 

Unauthorized Returns Report 
 

This is a report generated by BankEFT that provides a report of unauthorized returns.  
This report can be printed with multiple sort options.

How does it work? 
 
The financial institution uploads their FED file to BankEFT.  BankEFT then splits out the returns 
by customer based upon company identification.  The customer can then log into their BankEFT 
account to access their returns and/or corrections.

BankEFT is divided into 2 core products; Web ACH Manager and Reporting.  Please put a check 
in the box next to the areas that would be of interest.  This will better help our customer setup 
team in determining the best service for your needs. 
 

�  Web ACH Manager – gives the user the option of creating ACH files on-line or 
uploading their ACH file.  The ACH file will be stored on our secure server thus 
eliminating costly server expenses.

Web ACH Manager  Set Up 
 

In order to use BankEFT, you will need to set up Bind to access your files on line and you will 
need to set up your customers in ACH Bind.  This set up is required to assign applications and 
the offsetting account you will apply to a batch.  The FI will have the capability of setting up 
their own customer’s accounts, and application(s) for each customer.  This information will then 
be transmitted to BankEFT.  Once this has been completed, your customers will be set up and 
ready to transmit their ACH files to BankEFT.

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Instructions for  submitting a file to Bank EFT 
via the Internet: 

BankEFT  
For Financial institutions that have purchased the BankEFT option for their customers you will need to 
have setup your customers in ACH Bind first before they will be able to login to the system.  Once that 
information has been entered and you have submitted the information to BankEFT by using the “send 
info”  button on the Primary Customer Data screen you will also need to notify Barrington so that we can 
issue to you for your new customer a Multifactor Authentication card.  New customers will not be able to 
log into the system without this card.  Please review the information in the Mutlfactor Authentication 
section that follows. 
If you need to add additional applications or edit existing applications for your customer you will again 
need to use the “send info”  so that information can be updated in the BankEFT system. 
 

MultiFactor  Authentication 
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I t will be the financial institutions responsibility to notify Barr ington Corporation when adding 
additional BankEFT customers In ACH Bind to insure they receive a Multifactor  Authentication 
Card for  each new customer .

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Instructions for  submitting a file to Bank EFT 

Via the Internet: 
(Please note that the following screen shots are examples only.  Financial Institutions who have the BankEFT option will 

have these screens branded to the FI ’s specifications). 
Logging in: 
 
Go to your Bank Website to log on.

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Uploading an ACH file: 
This is for your customers who will not be “creating a file”  online but wish to submit an ACH file they 
have already created with either ACH for the PC or a different ACH program. 
 
From the buttons on the top, click on  to open the Upload File page: 
 

 
 

Do not type in the filename directly. Instead click on the  button to locate the file you wish 
to upload. Press the upload button.  
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File Summary screen: 
 
The file is not yet submitted.  The summary needs to be verified and the Submit file button needs to be 
chosen for the ACH file to be submitted. 

 
I f you do not see the EFT File Summary as illustrated above, your  file may contain er rors and the 
bank may not be able to process the file.

To check your changes, click the  button. You should see your revised dates (and 

applications, if you edited them also). If you are satisfied with your changes, then click the  
button.

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Uploading an ACH file:   
 
After you click on the  button, you should see a screen entitled “Thank you for  your  file 
upload”: 

 
 
This means, the bank has received your file and intends to process it. You are strongly encouraged to print 
this screen as a confirmation that BankEFT has received your file.   
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Creating an EFT online: 
 
BankEFT allows the customer to create an EFT transaction online for submission to their bank.  These 
entries can be either recurring or non-recurring.    
 

 
Click on the Create EFT Online option at the top of the screen.  
 

 
 
 
At this new screen, you will choose the application(s) approved for your company.  Once you have 
chosen your application from the drop down window, click next. 
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1. Only use the buttons on the web page.  Don’ t use the web browser back button or you will lose 
your work. 

2. The fields with an asterisk* are required, the white fields are optional. 
3. After information is entered, click the SAVE command (Black Diskette). 
4. To add another person, use the ADD a Record button (white sheet or paper icon). 
5. Use the blue arrows to navigate through the entries. 
6. Put a check in the Prenote Entry button for Prenotes. 
7. Put a check in the Delete Box if you want to include this receiver in this batch but want to delete 

the customer after submitting this entry.  To permanently delete this entry without submitting this 
entry for inclusion in this batch, you can click on the red X in the tool bar or go to the manage 
button. 

8. When you have finished, click on the Summary button at the bottom. 

You have the option of managing your previously entered receivers.  (see the manage screenshot on the 
next page) By clicking on the Manage button in the lower right corner of the screen, you can better 
manage your receivers with options to send or delete a receiver.  A check mark in the Send box indicates 
the receiver is included in the batch.  A check mark in the Delete box indicates the receiver will not be 
included in the batch and will be deleted from the system the next time you enter EFT online.  Once you 
have made all your changes, click on the OK button at the bottom of the screen and you will be returned 
to the previous screen.   
Click on the Summary button to continue. 
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When you are done managing your receivers press save changes, you will receive a save successful 
message and then be returned back to the directions screen.

Clicking on the edit button brings you back to the Create EFT Online Window. 
Clicking on the Report button takes you to a printable screen of your batch. 
Clicking on the Submit button brings you to the Edit Your File Online window.  In this window you can 
verify or modify your effective date or reject the file.  
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To change your effective date, put a check in the Posting date box and click on the Posting Date button.  
Click on the Change Date button to bring up a calendar.  Click on the date you want the file effective and 
click on Submit Date Change.   
 

 
 

Once you are returned to the previous screen, click on continue. 
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With this page, you can reject the batch, view the batch summary in a printable screen or you can submit 
the file.
